Workshop and the Parent Improve-

The remaining 15% will go %o
educational programs, curriculum
development, resource materials,
administrative expenses and ser-
vices for other walkgroups af-
filiated with the American Free-
dom From Hunger Foundations,
Inc.

The critics said, "Total
laughter, Don Knotts brings Hun-
tington Hartford audiences to
their feet in Neil Simon's new
play (Last of the Red Hot Lov-
ers" I did not rise to my feet

or laugh "throughout!" the even-
ing.,
Don Knotts, who created the

nervous little man named Barmey
Fife in the old Andy Griffith
series 1s back again recreating
a similar Barney. Barney Cash-
man to be precise. Barney, mar-
ried for twenty-three years de-
cides that life is very dull as
a fish restaurant owner, tries
desperately to start a stormy
affair with three different wo-
men. Unsuccessful at all three
attempts.

Each act presents Barney's
three encounters with three com-
pletely different type of woman.

Knotts dis slightly humourous
in his portrayal of Barney but
the humorouss lines seem forced,
unnatural., Causing unhuman
characters.

By the third act we see the
writers attempt at +trying to
make the audience sympathetic
towards poor Barney. Either
Simon or Knotts just don't seem
to create this.

Barney's first encounter is

JoAnne Meredith. He next meets
Nola Roper. With her strong por-

loense ks I

trayal of Bobbi Michelle, she
steals the show. Bobbi intri-
gues Barney and the audience
with her dangerous stories, ex-
ubernate personality, and mari-
Juana smoking.

Act three we find Pamela Brit-
ton, certainly to be remembered
as Mrs. Brown on "My Favorite
Martian" portraying Jeamnete
Fisher, also Mrs. Barney Cash-
man's best friend. Through
Jeannete, Neil Simon cleverly
makes Barmey realize that life
isn't so bad after all and that
the nature of man is basically
good, g

After viewing many of Neil

Simon's writings dincluding,
"Plaza Sulte," "Star Spangled
Girl" and "The 0dd Couple, "

Simon seems to only offer the
theatre a few laughs here and
there.
