Mod Scheduling Planned

A modular schedule is planned
twice a week for Monroe students
after the first four weeks of
next semester.

On modular schedule days,
pupils will attend their five
classes and attend a resource
center, mini-course, tutoring
session, or study hall of their
own choice in a morning mod.

This means that three days of
the week students will attend
classes as they do now, and the
remaining two days will have
seven forty-minute periods known
as mods.

ACLU Lawyer Discusses
Berkowitz Case at Meeting

Students leave none of their
constitutional rights behind
them when they enter school and
are under full protection of the
law, according to Mrs. Elsa Kie-
vitz, American Civil Liberties
Union lawyer, in a meeting in
T-24k Tuesday.

Mrs. Kievitz came to Monroe
to discuss student rights and
how they applied to the Jeff
Berkowitz case.

The lawyer advised they stu-
dents who were seeking to put
Jeff back into office to reach
their objective by applying

pressure to administrative chan-
nels. Only if that course of
action fails should the case be
taken to court, she added.

According to Principal E.A.
Miller, the modular schedule
will be a "new dimension" for

students. "The way we scheaule

now doesn't meet all the needs
of all the students."”

Besides being beneficial to
the pupil, modular scheduling
will be helpful to teachers by

providing them with time for
more preparation, individual tu-

toring of students, and develop-

ment of pontoon classes, in
which teachers in two dirrerentc

consecutive subjects who have
the same students pool their
time,

The twice weekly modular
schedule was the result of modi-
fication of an original daily
modular plan. The original plan
was revised because of a lack of
computers to program a complete
modular scheduling and because
it would not meet the minimum
amount of school time required
by the state.

Mini-courses may offer a
limited amount of credit, but as
of now it 1s not known what

mini-courses will be offered.

Teachers will decide what types

of mini-courses there will be.
Block classes will still be

offered next semester and will

not be affected by modular
scheduling.

Mr. Robert Livingston, class
sponsor and one of the teachers
who volunteered to help with the
Amourian graduation, views
the ceremony as a worthwhile
event.

Student Criticizes Administration Decision

I feel the Administration has
taken the wrong stand in the case
of Jeff Berkowitz.

Student government is for the
students. To allow the govern-
ment to represent the students
fairly, +the students must be
able to make decisions on who is
eligible to participate in their
government .

Unfortunately, this was not
the case with the Jeff Berkowitz
incident. Mr. Foster had origin-
ally asked the Elections Commit-
tee to disqualify Jeff on the
sasis of his cutting PE and his
"defiance" of authority (before
the election took place.)

However, the Elections Commit-
tee did not see cause to disqua-
1lify Jeff for this.

Suddenly the student body
elections came and Jeff was elec-
ted vice-president. Now it was
a completely different story as
Jeff had changed from merely an-
other candidate to an officer-
slect.

When Berkowitz circulated the
